Langmuir Says
Few Realize

Extend Of Taxes

Probably very few Americans as
yet have realized the coming im-
pact of the recently enacted feder-
al income tax law upon their pock-
etbooks; public officials of state
and local governments, too, prob-
ably are not yet aware how these
1943 federal faxes inevitably will
shrink the ability of New Hamp-
shire people even to maintain their
present taxes to the state, counties
cities and towns. So declared
state taxpayers director John D.
Langmuir today. in commenting up-
on the $25,000,000,000 federal tax
law passeq late in October by Con-
gress, ~

Huge though the new federal
taxes will be, addxed Mr. Langmuir
they will come fa,.i" from _equalling
the necessary level of 1943 expen-
ses to win the war, which' are esti-
mated at $75,000,000,0600. Thus we
can be reasonably sure that the
1943 federal taxes will be still fur-
ther Increased in the remaining
years of the war.

Two imaginary examples may
serve to bring the future tax home
to us. Let us assume 'a man and
wife with two minor children, and
a, yearly income of $2,400. In 1942
that family probably paid no in-
come tax; in 1943 it will pay a fed-
eral tax of about 96,.or afmost $2

an earning $1,500 a year, living in
an apartment. In 1942 she prob-
ably paid $18 to the federal gov
ernment; in 1943 it will be about
$106, her personal exemption be-
