Another job very well done here
iz the teaching of first ald., Class-
e8 ware laught twice a week by
gqualified instroctors at our high
sehool this spring.

Two hun
dred and nine persons, or aboul ten
percent of the peopulation of the
town, have received 20 hours of

training, thereby graduating from
the course. Muany people have gone
